Benjamin Edward Trawick was born in Miami, FL on July 27, 1931. He earned
his Mechanical Engineering degree beginning at the University of Florida in
1952; graduating from the University of Miami in 1954.

They spent years enjoying square dancing, camping,
church, and traveling. In the 80's, he designed and built a house east of
Frostproof, which was referred to as "The Lake House," creating a high point
fondly remembered as the place where they grew to know their children as
adults. He also designed and built a mountain home in Brevard, NC., where
family spent many happy summers. In 2017, Ben married Lynne Zimmerman
after Winnie's passing. Together they enjoyed several European cruises until
the summer of 2020.

Winnie died from a long illness, after sixty-three years of marriage. In 2019, he
lost his youngest daughter, Laura, in a tragic accident.
