I was
holding her hand and telling her how much I loved her when she left me,
heartbroken, just six days short of being married for 64 great years. 

She was an Honor Society student from Leesburg High School class of 1960,
a graduate of Jones Business College, and she received her degree in high
end banking from The University of South Florida. Carolyn retired from the old
Sun Trust bank in Leesburg, Florida. She was born on Fort Poke Army Base,
De Ridder, Louisiana, to her parents, Opal Harwell Huskey and Eugene
Huskey on May 30th, 1942. For reasons that I have never totally reconciled,
she agreed to marry me in July of 1960 and she gave me almost 64 great
years. Carolyn spent her younger years as an active member of Leesburg
First Baptist Church, having served as GA director and also serving on the
church personnel committee. 

Carolyn is predeceased by her parents and a younger brother. She is survived
by a daughter, Beth (Dave) Parker, of Fort Lauderdale, Florida; a son, Edd
Sellers of Lady Lake, Florida; and two brothers, Eugene (Paula) Huskey of



Dallas, Texas, and David Huskey of Oregon. Carolyn is also survived by her
heartbroken husband.
