Obituary of Dan Pincus 
 

Dan Pincus passed away December 16, 2016 at home in Fruitland Park, FL.
Dan was born September 10, 1948 to Rose and Sam Pincus in Brooklyn, New
York. He was raised by Marilyn and Sol Fried in Maryland and Florida. Dan, a
Vietnam veteran, joined the Marine Corp in 1965 and served honorably until
1969. 

 

He worked as a registered nurse in Leesburg for several years before
becoming medical supervisor at Lake County Jail. He also worked for the
Lake County Sheriff's Department as a road patrol deputy, corrections officer,
and a CSI technician. Dan retired in 2011. Dan also volunteered with the
Fruitland Park Fire-Rescue Department. He responded to medical and
emergency calls in his community. 

 

Due to his iconic presence, Dan became a staple each spring at Leesburg's
Bikefest on his Harley. 

 

He is survived by his wife of 36 years, Donna, his daughter Stephanie (Zac)
Tomlinson, his son Seth (Rhonda) Pincus, two granddaughters, Aubree and
Karlee, his sister, Donna Poole, and his brother Alan Pincus. Dan will be
greatly missed by his family and friends.
