In 1974 Dottie & Doug became
members of the Shriners Hospital of North America. Dottie became involved in
Ah-key-Ra, a performing dance unit and also a member of Patrol, a women’s



precision marching group which was part of the Dendarah Court. Which were
both units in the Ladies division of Shriners Hospital. Dottie was appointed to
High Priestess of Dendarah court in 1988-1989. During her tenure she was
hostess to the Diamond Jubilee for the Ladies Shrine of North America.
