Obituary of Gordon Dorris, Jr. 
 

Gordon Dorris, Jr., 90, entered the Church Triumphant on May 29, 2016. A
native Floridian, he was born in Leesburg on April 11, 1926 to Gordon Dorris,
Sr. and Elvia Hall Dorris and resided in Leesburg his entire life, having
descended from one of Leesburg's pioneer families. He was employed by
United Telephone/Sprint (formerly Florida Telephone Corp.) as a purchasing
agent and retired as manager of the warehouse/supply department after 34
years. He graduated from Leesburg High School in 1944 and later attended
Florida Southern College. During WWII he served in the U.S. Marine Corps in
the Philippines and Okinawa and later as a Marine reservist during the Korean
conflict. He proudly celebrated his Leesburg heritage and avidly supported the
Leesburg Heritage Society, Lake Co. Historical Society and the preservation
of Lone Oak Cemetery. He was a member of Grace Bible Baptist Church. He
is preceded in death by his wife of 64 years, Peggy Atz Dorris and son,
Donald J. Atz. Survivors include daughter, Beverly A. Williams (Marc),
Fernandina Beach, FL; son, Bruce G. Dorris (Barbara), Inverness, FL;
brother-in-law, John Atz, Jacksonville, FL; 5 grandchildren and 9 great-
grandchildren. A celebration of his life will be held Friday, June 3, 2016 at 11
a.m. at Beyers Funeral Home Chapel in Leesburg, preceded by visitation
between 10 a.m. and 11 a.m.
