Obituary of Gregory Padgett

Gregory Philip "Greg" Padgett, 51, of Lady Lake, Florida, died Saturday,
January 4, 2014. He was a native of Leesburg graduating in 1980 from
Leesburg High School and in 1988 received his Master of Science in
Accounting at the University of Central Florida. He started in public accounting
in 1985 with Brooks & Wiley, PA (later became Brooks, Wiley, Young, Padgett
& Kleiser, PA). He was licensed as a Certified Public Accountant in 1990 and
was a partner in the public accounting firm of Padgett, Wetz & Young, PA. He
was a member of Florida Institute of Certified Public Accountants and
American Institute of Certified Public Accountants. He was past president of
Leesburg Partnership, Inc. and past president of Leadership Lake County
Alumni Association. He was known as the Mayor of Okahumpka. He was
Vice-Chairman of the Board of United Southern Bank; Advisory Board
Member of Leesburg Partnership, Inc. and Board Member of Kids Central.

He is survived by his wife, Lee Ann Padgett of Lady Lake, FL; two daughters,
