Herbert William Cole, son of David Wardell Cole and Yvonne Cecilia Barron,
went home to be with his Lord on Sunday, August 7, 2016. Herb was the
second of nine children, born on November 22, 1946 in Miami, Florida. Herb
served as a radio operator in the U.S. Navy from July 1965 to January 1967,
graduating top of his class in Morse Code. He later became the first male
telephone operator for Florida Telephone in Ocala, working for Century Link
for 15 years. Herb married Iris Cole in May 27, 1993. He ministered in
Wildwood at Truck Stop Ministries, and was a member of Leesburg Christian
Center, serving in the church choir and intercessory prayer ministry. 

He is predeceased by his parents, David and Yvonne, and siblings, Lizzie and
Jimmy. He is survived by his wife Iris; brothers Donnie (Sherri), David (Betty),
Richard (Julia), and Robbie; sisters Karen and Janice; sons Bert and Ronnie
(Tamara); daughter Angie (Ed), grandchildren Matthew, Patrick, Courtney,
Logan, and Lauren, and great grandchildren Peyton and Palmer. 

Iris fondly remembers her husband by his love of trains, planes, and semi
trucks. She always told him he was a "typical little boy." Herb was an avid
listener of blue grass and gospel music, and loved going grocery shopping.
