Obituary of Joseph Hill, Jr.

Joseph Edward Hill, Jr. died November 26, 2016. Born January 30, 1931 in
Atlanta, Joe was proud of his roles in life: soldier, pilot, sailor, roadbuilder,
environmentalist, husband, father and grandfather, and friend. He graduated
from Georgia Tech, served in the Army Corps of Engineers, and operated J.E.
Hill, Contractor, a roadbuilding, culvert, and milling company. He piloted his
own plane to his jobsites across the state during the initial construction of I-75
in Florida. Joe helped protect natural resources for more than 40 years by
serving on the Lake County Water Authority and the Southwest Florida Water
Management District, and chairing the Lake County Pollution Control Board
and the St. Johns River WMD.

Predeceased by parents Joseph Edward Hill, Sr. and Edna King Hill, sister
Joyce Hill Statham, and son Benjamin Thomas Hill, Joe is survived by his wife
of 57 years Nora Brown Hill, children Wylie (Rebecca) Hill, William (Laurie)
Hill, Margaret Hill, Dusty (Marc) Matthews, and six grandchildren.

A memorial service is scheduled for 11:00 a.m. on Saturday, December 3rd, at
Morrison United Methodist Church, with Pastor David Stauffer officiating.
