She was an avid
bridge player and enjoyed competing in tournaments throughout the state.
She was a lonely Republican in Lake County's early 60's political scene and
enjoyed talking about politics along with studying the stock market. Lila also
loved roses, orchids and bromeliads, and had a large collection. She and
Robert retired to Homosassa, Fl in the early 1990's, becoming part of the



Riverhaven community there.

Lila is survived by her sons Buzz (Stephanie) of Charlotte, NC, Bennett, of
Redington Shores, FL and Stuart, of Homosassa; and also by grandchildren
