Obituary of S. Montgomery

S.E. Montgomery, 86, died Tuesday, December 1, 2015, in Leesburg Regional
Medical Center, Leesburg, Florida. He was in the trucking business for 63
years and pioneered the aggregate hauling business, having been
responsible for the current configuration of trucks and laws that governed this
industry. He owned the first cable television in Florida, also was the previous
owner of a Styrofoam business, Telephone repair business, Dry Cleaning
business, the first drive thru car wash in Central Florida, mobile home and RV
parks and numerous other businesses. In the mid 70's he was an avid breeder
of Beefalo cows and in the early 80's started a very successful Cutting Horse
business. He is the only member of the American Quarter Horse Association
(AQHA) east of the Mississippi River to win the coveted AQHA Futurity. In
addition, he donated 8 acres of land to Sumter County where the Lake
Panasoffkee Recreational Park and ball fields are now located. He was a
member of the Crossroads Connection Baptist Church in Lake Panasoffkee, a
member of the American Quarter Horse Association, Charter Member of the
Florida Chapter of the AQHA, member of the Australian Quarter Horse
Association, National Cutting Horse Association, Florida Cutting Horse
Association and the Southern Cutting Horse Association and was successfully
breeding horses in Australia, Canada, and USA. He was preceded in death by
his previous wife, Thelma Montgomery, of Wildwood, his two brothers, L.B.
